	What does a journey mean to us?
	Who keeps them safe on their journey? Who could we ask for help if needed?
What are the features of a journey that make it a good metaphor for life? Moving through time; progress to a destination.

	What is the significance of baptism to Christians?
	Baptism is an initiation ceremony. In the Christian church there is a difference between those that have led to beliefs in infanthood and believer’s baptism. 
Symbolism of water in baptism - a fresh start, of dying to sin and being ‘born again’.

	How do Jewish people mark becoming an adult?
	Bar and Bat Mitzvah mark the move for Jewish young people from childhood towards adulthood. After becoming Bar/Bat Mitzvah – son or daughter of the commandment- young people are considered responsible for their own decisions and actions and old enough to follow the mitzvoth, commandments, for themselves.

	What ceremonies do Hindus mark in the journey of life?
	Hindu belief that life is a journey from one body to another and each life itself a journey from birth to death. 
‘Reincarnation’ is the Hindu belief that is not to be seen as something joyful but includes suffering and misery in order to reach spiritual freedom.
The Hindu sacred thread ceremony, traditionally just for boys aged 8-12. 

	Why do people choose to get married?
	It is the place to bring up children, faithfulness and love.  
Jewish Wedding Ceremony - ketubah, a wedding contract, this formalises a promise.  
Hindu weddings have 7 steps.
